ii The provision and maintenance of all staff and labour and their payment, accommodation,
transport, fares and other requirements.

iii Setting out, including the location, construction and preservation of survey markers,
measurement and supervision.

iv The provision, storage, transport, use, handling, distribution and maintenance of all consumable
stores fuel, water and electricity including the requirements of the Engineer's Representative
and his staff.

\ The location, test proving, opening, operation, reinstatement of all quarries and borrow pits, as

well as compensation and mining royalties costs associated with quarries and borrow pits or
any other land the contractor may require additional to that provided free for the execution of
the permanent works.

vi Sampling, the transport of samples, testing, the carrying out of trial sections of earthworks or
payment and the checking of all information given by the Engineer.

vii Injury caused to the Works under Construction, Plant, Materials and consumable stores by
weather.

The items in the Bills of Quantities are the general application to the whole of the works at any location
on site or any part of the works as indicated in the bid documents or instructed by the Engineer's
representative.

Tenders, which group several items together in the Bill of Quantities under one price, will not be
accepted.
